Dear Youth Pastor/Fine Arts Coordinator, 
 
I hope this letter finds all of you doing well and having a blessed 2010. The District Fine Arts 
Festival will be here before we know it. I am excited about what God has in store for our 
students of South Texas as they develop their ministry gifts this year. The District festival will be 
held on Friday and Saturday, April 23rd and 24th at the Westin Galleria in Houston, Texas.  It 
takes a lot of people to make the festival a success each year, especially since we have had to 
move to a hotel/convention center, because the size of the festival has grown. I will again, need 
help and will be calling on different churches to sponsor performance rooms at the festival.  
I want to give you some important information and draw your attention to a few changes for 
2010. 
 Please be advised that the registration fees for our District have changed.    
 Early Registration forms must be postmarked by March 19 and the early registration fee 

is $30 per student per category and $5 per student for Youth Choir.  PLEASE 
REMEMBER NO REFUNDS ARE GIVEN UPON CANCELLATION.   DonÕt forget 
there is a non participant fee of $5 for those that attend the festival that arenÕt 
participating.  To register non participants please complete page one of the registration 
form. 

   
Late Registration forms must be postmarked by April 9 and the late registration  

 fee is $40 per student per category and $15 per student for Youth Choir. 
  

All forms must be filled out completely or a $20 Incomplete Form Fee per student will 
be assessed. This is because it takes a lot of extra time to track down the missing 
information. Please make sure as leaders that you look over the forms thoroughly before 
submitting, no exceptions will be made. 

 
We ask this year that each church send a master list along with your registration forms listing 
each entry in which students are participating for all categories (solos & groups). Listing the 
members of each group and each individual solo entries will help us clarify any questions we 
might have and assure that we have the group input correctly into our system.    
 
 Wr iting, Web Design & Short Film entries must arrive at the District office no 

later than Monday, April 12 (this has been extended from 4/6 due to District Council).  
Entries arriving after this date will not be evaluated.  All Art  entries must be submitted at 
the festival on Friday by 10:30 AM in the Art Room. 

 
 
 
 



 
There are multiple changes and new categories in the rules book for 2010.  Too many to list in 
this letter but very important. Please review pages 6 and 7 in the official Rule Book. A new 
rating scale has been implemented, so please take note of this so it will not cause confusion 
during the middle of the festival. The Rule Book can be downloaded off of the national website 
at www.faf.ag.org or you may order copies of the book from gospel publishing house at no 
charge. 
 
Those college students who want to participate in Kappa Tau do so by registering directly with 
the national office. This is a great way for college students to continue in the program and also 
earn scholarship money if they are attending an A/G university or college.
